Subject: 203 DC Pumps 

Affected Models:  All 203 DC Pumps with the 236-13891-2 P.C. board (Easily recognized by the red, white, and blue wire connections)

During some recent bench testing of a 203 pump timer board (p/n 236-13891-2)  we found an interesting situation with the red LED lights on the pc board. This board is normally wired as follows:

Red wire to Bat. +


Blue wire to Bat. + (thru an ignition switch)


White wire to Bat. -

The test board was wired as follows:

Red wire open (no voltage going to it)


Blue wire to Bat. + (thru an ignition switch)


White wire to Bat. -.  

The red "Bat." LED  on the printed circuit board was on.  Pressing the on board manual lube button or the remote manual lube button or letting the timer time out would cause the second Red "Motor" LED to turn on but the motor did not move or turn on. The motor would not turn on due to no voltage going to it. This situation would led one to believe that power is on to the pump but the pump motor is bad. 

The above condition could be caused from an open fuse in the Red wire circuit or having the Red and Blue wires reversed with the ignition switch open. 

PLEASE NOTE:  The "red" wires supplies voltage to the motor.  The "blue" wire supplies voltage to the printed circuit board terminal that powers the LED lights.

Please add this information to your troubleshooting guide on 203 pumps.
