Subject:  90942 Safety Unloader

Affected Models:  1833, 1835, 1849, 1823, 82288, 90942, 282288, 201849, 82143, 83167, 83599, and others

Recently we have heard reports of unwarranted "seepage" on limited quantities of the 90942 safety unloader.  The unit is factory set to unload at pressures between 3,750 and 4,250 psi.  Reports indicate the seepage occurred during normal installation test procedures.  Apparently if pressure is placed on the unit to cause it to purposely unload at the maximum 4,250 psi, conditions existed that prevented the check ball from re-seating itself properly.  The result is continuous seepage from the unloader body.

Our research into the situation included a 100% test of existing units by our Quality Assurance Department.  During the test, it was determined the "ball seating" operation did not meet manufacturing tolerance in all instances.  Minute flaws were found along the "seat" face.

As of 12/01/02 manufacturing processes have been audited and existing stock of 90942 and affected models have been reworked accordingly.  A new "diamond" ball seating tool is now in place and we expect this to prevent future occurrences of the problem.
