270864 Pressure Relief Valve


Recently we have received reports of unwarranted grease leakage where the 270864 Pressure Relief Valve screws in to the Pump Element.  In the past, due to the possibilities of system contamination, we did not recommend the use of Teflon tape or joint compound.  Due to certain orientation requirements of the Relief Valve and Hose connections in many installations, we have amended our installation recommendations.  We now understand that in some installations the threads can not easily be tightened enough to prevent leakage.

In our research of the issue, recommendations for use of LOCTITE thread compound Type 545, 564, or 565 were approved.  Application of this compound should be minimized to reduce possibilities of system contamination.

Please Note: Future versions of the 270864 (production date currently not available) will incorporate a Nylon Gasket that expands and sets to the threads during normal installation.  This gasket will prevent leakage initially, but if the relief valve and pump elements are ever disassembled for system repair or troubleshooting, appropriate LOCTITE should be applied to prevent future leakage.  The gasket is not available as a service replacement part.
