Rubber Drain Tube

It was recently brought to our attention that confusion exists on the ramifications of “pinching off or closing” the drain tube on the bottom of our 203 pumps (see attached photo).  Some users reported that they felt that closing off the tube would prevent water from traveling up the tube and entering the pump housing.  In reality the drain tube is not even meant to offer a draining function.  It is meant to avoid condensation in the PCB and motor cavity and therefore should not be hermetically closed.  The opening that the rubber drain tube is in enables the exchange of air inside and outside of the pump.  The rubber drain tube contains a “labyrinth”(per Webster-“an intricate structure of interconnecting passages and dead-end alleys through which it is difficult to find one’s way”) which is meant to prevent water from traveling up the tube and entering the cavity.  

With the above being true, the tube must not ever be pinched off or closed in any manner.  Appropriate steps must be taken to insure the tube is not accidentally closed during installation.  FAILURE TO DO SO CAN AND WILL CAUSE UNWARRANTED MOISTURE AND/OR CORROSION PROBLEMS.
