QUALITY IMPROVEMENT/UV-Resistant Reservoirs

High exposure to sunlight may result with the plastic reservoirs on the affected Quicklub pumps becoming discolored or milky.  Due to this we are changing the present material to a more weatherproof version.  The new material has equal to, or better mechanical qualities and is much more resistant to UV-rays.  This modification improves the quality of the reservoirs significantly.  More importantly, we were able to make this quality improvement at no additional costs to our product.

Modification is underway at this time and will be implemented through our production as a running change.  The part numbers for the various reservoirs will remain the same and will be replaced as current stock is exhausted and the new UV counterparts are made available.  This is true for pump models and associated service replacements.  We expect to have all sizes of the UV reservoirs available mid to late June, 2004.  Should a customer request the new material beforehand, please check availability first.

To distinguish between the old and new material, refer to the material label (referred to on the diagram below as “Recycling Label”) on the top of the reservoir.  The new version has a stamped zero (0) next to the material label.
