Potential Quick Connect Hose Stud Failures-

                     

       Severe Applications
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Recently we have received reports of failures with our 272394 and 272401 Quick Connect Hose Studs when used in certain applications.  Research of the issue has determined there is a potential for our “Quick Connect Hose Studs” used in conjunction with the high pressure, Quicklinc fitting, 272659 (Straight without Check) to fail at the terminating point, in most cases the lubrication point, in severe applications.  Examples of reported failures include the slack adjuster point on a grain trailer, at lube points on various pieces of construction equipment, and on an articulating haul trucks. The common denominators recognized with the reported failures in all three cases seem to be isolated to severe vibration and/or articulation.

In response to these reported failures we have undergone extensive Engineering and Quality Assurance lab testing.   It has been determined that the continuous movement possibilities of the hose stud inside of the collet of the accompanying Quicklinc could rapidly wear the lip on the hose stud designed to be grabbed by the Quicklinc collet.  A potential failure can occur as the lip on the hose stud tube wears away and the Quicklinc fails to hold the hose stud. 





       


Due to the potential failures, we are recommending the usage of SAE style threaded hose ends with our full line of adapters for the terminating points, where the conditions are severe, and heavy vibration or articulation will exist.  Two hose ends that exist in our line that we would recommend are the 241289, 1/8" NPT Male “swedge on” style, and/or the 246002, 1/8" NPT male “field installable” hose coupling.  It is important to note that if using these two styles of hose studs in most cases you will need an adapter with a 1/8" NPT female thread for the connection to the hose end.  If you would choose to continue usage of the standard quick connects, we would highly recommend use of an anti-vibratory clamp very near to the terminating point.

Please note:  The above noted precautions are limited only to those installations where extreme vibration and/or articulation is possible.  In those installations where severe vibration and articulation is not present, use of our “Quick Connect Hose Studs” and related Quicklincs is still recommended and the above-described failure potentials are not expected. 

Additionally, it has been reported that in cases where the “Quick Connect Hose Studs” are used in severe duty applications, particularly where earth is being moved around, that the Quicklincs get compacted with dirt and mud and it is extremely difficult to remove the hose studs from the Quicklinc.  We offer a product, 432-24313-1, Protective Cap for Push-In fittings that was designed to cover the hose stud and the Quicklinc collet so that dirt cannot get in to the fitting. This product can also be used with our .250” nylon tubing.
