Hose Reel Clamps

MODELS AFFECTED: All 6M00, 6H00, and 82206 Hose Reels  

Early in 2002, Lincoln received complaints of hoses failing at the coupler where it attaches to the reel.

Research found the root cause to be the model 237760 hose clamp's failure to properly secure all hose sizes.  This resulted in excessive stress around the coupling when the hose was fully extended.  The stress weakened the hose and coupling connections allowing fluid to penetrate the linings.

Beginning in May of 2002, all model 237760 hose clamps were removed from the reels.  Three properly sized clamps, designed for specific hose diameters, replaced it.  All 82206, 6M00 and 6H00 bare reels now include the following clamps: 247136 (for 3/4" I.D. hoses), 272167 (for 1/2" I.D. hoses), and 272168 (for 3/8" and 1/4 " I.D. hoses).  All configured reel assemblies include the appropriate sized clamp for the hose installed.

All complaints for this condition have now stopped.  If you are aware of any customers that repeatedly fully extend their reels and are experiencing these failures, please call Lincoln Technical Service at 314-679-4200, ext. 4782 to arrange for replacements.
