Low Pressure Air and Water Hoses

MODELS AFFECTED:  All 72 (1/4" I.D.), 72A (3/8" I.D.), and 74 (1/2" I.D.) type Low Pressure Air & Water Hoses.

The air and water hoses listed above were put on quality hold in September to investigate complaints of bubbling of the outer jacket.  Extensive analysis by an independent test lab determined that all hoses and hose end couplings, met or exceeded product specifications.

Further investigation, however, by Lincoln revealed that the standard aluminum sleeved hose couplings may not be durable enough for some of the most severe conditions encountered in high volume, air and water applications.  The many bends, contortions, and driver-overs placed on these hoses each day may allow a crimp to loosen, permitting air and water to penetrate the area between the inner and outer core, creating a bubble. 

To resolve this, Lincoln engineering released specification upgrades on all 72, 72A, and 74 type air and water hoses.  All hoses shipped 10/15/02 and later, now include steel coupling sleeves and a new PVC strain relief on the valve end of the hose. 

These upgrades will not only improve the quality of these hoses, they will also act as a visible benefit verses our competition.  The strain relief appears as a heavy-duty collar, the type found on only the most expensive hoses.  The steel couplers also represent quality.
