Subject: 237684---90 Degree Inlet Swivel

Affected Models: Service Replacement 237684 Swivels/82206 Bare Reels and All 82206 Configured Models (Series "P")
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We have recently received several calls regarding unwarranted leakage between the inlet adapter and swivel body of the 237684 inlet swivel.  In our research of the situation we found there was a direct correlation between the leakage and the proper positioning of the backup ring and o-ring in the 237684 inlet swivel body.

Service replacement 237684 swivels currently shipped from Lincoln include the 260389 backup ring and the 261187 o-ring.  These items are placed inside the swivel body and shipped as one piece.  The backup washer is inserted in the cavity first and is then held in place during shipping by the o-ring.  The position of these must be reversed prior to putting the reel back in to service.  Failure to do so will result in leakage.

Bare and all configured 82206 reels are shipped with the parts correctly stacked in the swivel.  Care should be taken during installation while removing the 237686 inlet adapter as many times the backup ring and o-ring fall out.  If they do fall out, they must be installed prior to putting the reel into service.  Again, failure to stack properly into the swivel cavity (o-ring first, then backup ring) can and will result in leakage.
